While at Cal Poly studying biochemistry, Matt developed a passion for winemaking, having been
introduced to Paso Robles vineyards by friends. After graduation, he apprenticed at local
wineries for several years until starting Linne Calodo.

Today Matt farms 54 acres of estate fruit. Along with his wife Maureen, he has established a
setting that is tranquil and serene.

The inventiveness of Matt’'s winemaking, paired with his philosophy of maintaining a sustainable
business (environmentally sound, economically feasible, and socially equitable), ensures an
exciting future for both winery and winemaker.
